Each spring, the Alpha Eta
chapter sponsors the Manhattan
College Games, a non-compete-
tive day of physical activity for
persons with disabilities. The
Games were founded in 1979 by
Dr J Carl Bennett and Bill Byron.
The 2009 version of the Games
involved over 100 volunteers
from the Manhattan College com-
munity alone. In the Olympic tra-
dition, the athletes participated in
over three hours of activity, in-
cluding the opening ceremonies,
athletic events, entertainment,
and an award ceremony.

The primary goal of the Man-
hattan College Games was to
create a fun, safe and empower-
ing environment for athletes. The
athletes were predominantly from
local group homes for adults with

varying physical and mental dis-
abilities. They were placed on
teams and received a t-shirt and
a colored pin indicating team af-
filiation. The event commenced
with the Opening Ceremony. Mu-
sic was played and the athletes
marched once around the indoor
track with their team. All of the
various activity stations were then
explained to the athletes, as was
the importance of having fun and
trying their very best. Each sta-
tion included a variety of tasks
that involved physical activities
and general motor skills. Once
all the athletes were warmed up
and placed at their respective
stations, the games began!

There were seven stations
throughout Draddy Gymnasium,
which included: scooter relay,

basketball shooting, volleyball,
parachute games, a trampoline,
OMNI ball and the main attrac-
tion, a dance party in the middle
of the gymnasium. Manhattan
College students and faculty op-
erated each station. They helped
ensure that the athletes moved
safety to each station in addition
to challenging their overall motor
functioning/physical fitness lev-
els. Athletes participated at each
station for approximately 10-15
minutes, and everyone was given
the opportunity to achieve their
goals and gain a sense of accom-
plishment. The Manhattan Col-
lege Games concluded with a
Closing Ceremony in which all of
the athletes received a medal.
They were then treated to a per-
formance by the Manhattan Col-
lege Step Team.

Beta Pi i SUNY Brockport

The Beta Pi Chapter of Phi
Epsilon Kappa had another suc-
cessful year. The Chapter con-
ducted two successful Friday
Night Flip-Out events. The event
is a fun gymnastics night for ele-
mentary school children. Children
are invited to attend the event by
distributing fliers to the local
school district. Using the state of
the art gymnastics facility, mem-
bers spot the various stations as
students rotate through 10 differ-
ent events. The program is two

hours long and is capped with
juice and cookies. On average
100 students participate and are
charged $5.00 each. Proceeds
benefit Camp Abilities, a develop-
mental sports camp for children
with visual impairments held at
Brockport each summer. In addi-
tion, funds raised have supported
Sports Net i a community-based
sports competition program for
athletes with disabilities as well
as the Phi Epsilon Kappa Endow-
ment Trust Fund. The Chapter

also raised funds through an ap-
parel sale and netted $500.00 in
profits, which was donated to St.
Judeds Chil drend
pital. Other events included Relay
for Life, Helping Hands, a cam-
pus-wide event where depart-
ments and cl ubs
and supply toys and clothes.
There is annual community food
drive. The Chapter is looking for-
ward to another successful year.
